Course Description: A537 is a 27-hour course conducted in Term II and III.  The goal of this course is to provide students with a basic understanding of US and international space policy, the physical characteristics of space, and an in-depth understanding of space forces and systems and how they support warfighting.  The course also examines the organization and missions of US space forces and capabilities, limitations, and products of US military space systems as well as civil, commercial, foreign, and international space systems.

Class Time: 60 percent lecture, 40 percent class discussion and PE.

Work Load: Course reading averages about 30 pages per lesson. Students will take an end-of-course examination.  In addition, students will conduct a small group PE to analyze a given scenario to identify needed space systems support.  Analysis and recommendations will be presented to the class orally.

Grade: Based on exam--40 percent, group presentation--30 percent, and class participation--30 percent.

Exam Format: The examination will be in essay and multiple-choice format.

Additional Information: A537 is a prerequisite for A543 (in Term III).  Required for ASI 3Y Focused Program and FA40 designees.

Course Description: This TS/SCI course consists of 54 hours of instruction and has an associated 

27-hour end of course exercise (A591).  This course provides students with knowledge of space that allows them to function as a staff officer in space-related positions. The course specifically examines how space systems and capabilities currently enhance the precision lethality, survivability and agility of terrestrial-based operations.  The role of space in future military operations is also examined in detail.  Subject matter experts from several space organizations are used as guest speakers to ensure students receive the latest information.  An integral part of the course includes a staff ride to Colorado Springs, CO for "hands-on" training.  This course consists of 54 hours of instruction, which is available during Term III only.

Class Time: 70 percent lecture, 30 percent class discussions and PEs.

Work Load: Course reading averages about 30 pages per lesson. In addition, students will write a 1,500 word essay and prepare an oral presentation on a space-related subject.

Grade: Based on research paper (1500 words)--50 percent, oral presentation--30 percent, class participation--20 percent.

Exam Format: NA.
